Request for a public hearing to consider zoning text amendment to Section 22-251 Off-street Parking and Loading pertaining to use of trailers and similar vehicles for post-storm storage
Item Summary: 

In response to concerns raised recently by the Board of Commissioners, staff has submitted the attached zoning text amendment to assist business owners in post-storm recovery activities.  Specifically, the attached amendment if adopted would permit trailers, semi-trailers, pre-fabricated shipping containers, and trucks to be used on-site, temporarily, for the storage of merchandise from storm-damaged businesses while the business is being repaired. If all of the proposed conditions are satisfied, an applicant could use these vehicles for storage for up to six (6) months.

At their February 17, 2004 meeting, the Planning Board members voted 6 to 0 in favor of recommending that the text amendment be approved.  Staff recommends approval of the text amendments mainly because the proposal would assist local business owners and would facilitate post-storm clean-up and recovery efforts.
