Request for Public Hearing to consider zoning text amendments to Section 22-120 Exclusion From Lot Coverage Calculation, and Section 22-153 Definition of Specific Words and Terms of the Town Code of Ordinances pertaining to built-in railing benches. 
Item Summary: 

Staff has submitted the attached zoning text amendment in response to a suggestion by the Planning Board to increase the incentives for property owners to incorporate built-in railing benches into the design of local homes. The text amendments, if adopted, would allow built-in railing benches to encroach three (3) feet into required setbacks and would allow the lot coverage for benches to be excluded from individual lot coverage calculations (provided the benches are constructed in accordance with the Town’s adopted Residential Design Manual).  
At their February 17, 2004 meeting, the Planning Board members voted 6 to 0 in favor of recommending that the text amendments be approved.  Staff recommends approval of the text amendments mainly because built-in benches are typical of Nags Head style architecture and the proposed amendments would encourage their use.
