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AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE TOWN OF NAGS HEAD, NORTH CAROLINA


BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of the Town of Nags Head, North  Carolina, that the Code of Ordinances shall be amended as follows:
PART I.
That Section 22-120 Exclusion from lot coverage calculation be amended to read as follows:
Sec. 22-120. Exclusion from lot coverage calculation. 

(a)
When access easements are provided in accordance with section 18-12 and section 18-56, a maximum of twenty (20) feet for two-way and fourteen (14) feet for one-way improved access surface areas shall be excluded from individual lot coverage calculations.  This exemption shall also apply to existing legal lots of record meeting the lot frontage requirements of section 18-12 and further provided that the requirements of section 18-56 are met and where such access has been approved by the planning and development director and recorded on a subdivision plat in accordance with subsection 22-37(b). This exception shall be applicable only for single-family and duplex uses for access only and shall not be used for the parking of vehicles and shall be noted in the covenants and deed restrictions required by section 18-56.
(b)
Portions of built-in railing benches constructed in accordance with  Section 22 Appendix A, Town of Nags Head Residential Design Manual extending beyond a building footprint shall be excluded from individual lot coverage calculations.            
PART II.
That Section 22-153 Definition of specific words and terms be amended to read as follows:

Yard. A required open space other than a court unoccupied and unobstructed by any structure or portion of a structure from thirty (30) inches above the general ground level of the graded lot upward, provided, however, that fences, walls, poles, posts and other customary yard accessories, ornaments and furniture may be permitted in any yard subject to height limitations and requirements limiting obstruction of visibility or any other requirement of this chapter. And further provided, that customary accessory buildings may be located in any rear or side yard no closer than five (5) feet to any property line and subject to other limitations of this chapter. For lots of record which front on access easements, yard and lot depth measurements shall be made from the edge of the easement rather than from the lot line.
 
(a)
Yard, front. A yard extending between side lot lines across the front of a lot adjoining the public street. Depth of required front yard shall be measured at right angles to a straight line joining the foremost points of the side lot lines. The foremost point of the side lot line, in the case of rounded property corners at street intersections, shall be assumed to be the point at which the side and front lot lines would have met without such rounding. Front and rear yard lines shall be essentially parallel. The inner edge of the front yard shall be measured from the building foundation and shall exclude the outermost three (3) feet of eaves, gutters, uncovered handicapped ramps, or uncovered steps. This exclusion may also apply to cargo lifts for single-family or duplex dwellings only, and built-in railing benches constructed in accordance with Section 22 Appendix A, Town of Nags Head Residential Design Manual.
 
(b)
Yard, rear. A yard extending across the rear of the lot between side lot lines. Depth of a required rear yard shall be measured in such a manner that the yard established is a strip of the minimum width required by district regulations with its inner edge parallel with the rear lot line. The inner edge of the rear yard shall be measured from the building foundation and may exclude the outermost three (3) feet of eaves, gutters, uncovered handicapped ramps, or uncovered steps. This exclusion may also apply to cargo lifts for single-family or duplex dwellings only, and built-in railing benches constructed in accordance with Section 22 Appendix A, Town of Nags Head Residential Design Manual.
 
(c)
Yard, side. A yard extending from the rear line of the required front yard to the rear yard. Width of a required side yard shall be measured in such a manner that the yard established is a strip of the minimum width required by district regulations with its inner edge parallel with the side lot line. The inner edge of the side yard shall be measured from the building foundation and may exclude the outermost three (3) feet of eaves, gutters, uncovered handicapped ramps, or uncovered steps. This exclusion may also apply to cargo lifts for single-family or duplex dwellings only, and built-in railing benches constructed in accordance with Section 22 Appendix A, Town of Nags Head Residential Design Manual.
PART III.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed.

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the ____ day of _____________, 2004.
