Item Title: 
Public Hearing - Proposed amendments to Chapter 22, Zoning, to allow accessory residential dwelling units with certain limitations and conditions on the same property as a principal single family dwelling in zoning districts where single family residential dwellings are a permitted use.
Item Summary:   At the request of the Board of Commissioners, staff has prepared a proposed ordinance that would permit the locating of a smaller accessory or subordinate single family dwelling unit on the same property upon which a principal single family dwelling unit is already located.  Presently the zoning ordinance does not allow for such use.  The proposed ordinance allowing such use would place limitations on the physical size of the accessory dwelling unit and the number of bedrooms contained therein.  Owner occupancy requirements would be imposed and there would be no concessions or relaxation of current setbacks, lot coverage, or parking requirements currently placed upon single family residential uses.  There would also be restrictions preventing any increase in number of bedrooms per parcel than what is presently permitted under large residential dwelling regulations.
The Planning Board voted 6-0 to recommend denial of the proposed ordinance.
