Memorandum of Understanding

Town of Nags Head

and

The Outer Banks Chapter of Surfrider Foundation

The Outer Banks Chapter of the Surfrider Foundation is a non-profit environmental organization dedicated to the protection and enjoyment of the world’s oceans, waves, and beaches for all people, through conservation activism, research, and education.

The Town of Nags Head is a municipal corporation organized under the laws of the State of North Carolina.

The Town of Nags Head desired to implement an “Adopt-A-Beach” program whereby businesses and individuals can volunteer to adopt the beach accesses, as well as the entire stretch of beach along the Atlantic Ocean within the corporate limits of the Town.  Beach accesses in Nags Head include the following: Albatross, Gallery Row, Abalone, Admiral, Baltic, Barnes, Bittern, Blackman, Bladen, Bainbridge, Bonnett, Curlew, Hollowell, Huron, Conch, Small, Enterprise, NH Town Center, Epstein, Loggerhead, Forrest, Grouse, Glidden, Gull, Gray Eagle, Gulfstream, Governor, Hargrove, Jockey’s Ridge, Danube, Ida, Holden, E. Limulus, E. Indigo, E. Jacob, E. June, E. Jay, E. Islington, Juncos.

The Outer Banks Chapter of the Surfrider Foundation currently sponsors an “Adopt-A-Beach” program whereby the organization recruits organizations, businesses, and individuals to adopt beach accesses and beaches within the municipalities of Dare County, with ongoing programs in existence in Kitty Hawk and Kill Devil Hills.

When organizations, businesses, or individuals volunteer through the Outer Banks Chapter of the Surfrider Foundation to adopt-a-beach access, the adopters monitor and clean the accesses and beaches at least six (6) times per year.  Each organization, business, or group of individuals that adopt a beach access and stretches of beach report collection summaries to the Outer Banks Surfriders following each cleanup during cleanup efforts. Typically, the following items are collected at the accesses and stretches of beach: Glass bottles, cigarette butts, Styrofoam, plastic cups, plastic food wrappers/containers, balloons, fireworks, boards/wood, fishing line/gear, rope, and other debris items.

The Outer Banks Chapter of the Surfrider Foundation, in its offer to the Nags Head Town Council, would solicit organizations, businesses, and individuals to adopt specific beach accesses and also stretches of the beach that extend on the beach half the distance from the adopted beach access to the next nearest access.  

The Nags Head Town Manager will be the point of contact for the execution of this agreement and the Adopt-A-Beach program manager of the Outer Banks Surfrider Foundation will be the point of contact for execution of this agreement. The “points of contact” for both organizations will maintain good communications to ensure rapid resolution of problems or other issues arising from the execution of this memorandum of understanding.

The Outer Banks Chapter of the Surfrider Foundation will provide a copy of its report of its activities and progress annually to the Nags Head Town Council.

For each beach access and stretch of beach adopted through the Outer Banks Chapter of the Surfrider Foundation, the Town of Nags Head would erect a 12” x 18” sign at the respective access that would read:

“Adopt-A-Beach”

The Town of Nags Head would further encourage its departments and employees to participate in the “Adopt-A-Beach” program.

The Outer Banks Surfrider Foundation would coordinate its efforts with the Nags Head Public Works Department and the Public Works Department would cooperate with the Surfrider Foundation to accomplish its purpose and goals with regard to the “Adopt-A-Beach” program.

Should either the Outer Banks Chapter of the Surfrider Foundation of the Town of Nags Head decide at any time to cease the “Adopt-A-Beach” program in the Town of Nags Head, the Chapter of the Town would provide a 90-day formal notice of termination.
